BLOCK OF THE MONTH FOR AUGUST 2008

“Chopped Log Cabin”

13" raw edge to raw edge. Autumn colors: yellow, orange, red, green, brown, purple

This is a "bulls-eye" Log Cabin block using five fabrics, in this order, solid, print/stripe, plaid,
print and solid of your choice in autumn colors.

Fabric_and Cutting (for 1 block)

From a solid: Cut 1 A @ 3" square.

From a print/ stripe: Cut 2 B @ 1 3" x 3" rectangles (position 1 and 2)
Cut2C @1 3" x5 3" rectangles (position 3 and 4)

From a plaid: Cut 2D @1 3" x5 3" rectangles (position 5 and 6)
Cut 2E @ 1 3" x 8" rectangles (position 7 and 8)
From a print: Cut 2 F @1 3" x 8" rectangles (position 9 and 10)
Cut 26 @1 3" x 10 3" rectangles (position 11 and 12)
From a solid: Cut 2H @1 2" x 10 3" rectangles (position 13 and 14)

Cut 2I @1 2" x 13" rectangles (position 15 and 16)
Sewing

1. Sew B print or stripe rectangles (1 and 2) to opposite edges of the solid 3" square block
center. Press away from the center.

2. Sew C print or stripe rectangles (3 and 4) to the remaining edges of the block center.
Press away from the center.

3. Continue sewing rectangles in numerical order to make the Log Cabin block. Always press
away from the center.

4. The pieced Log Cabin block should measure 13" square raw edge to raw edge. Bring to
meeting.
