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APRIL 2010 BLOCK OF THE MONTH
SPRING TULIPS

Use good quality, 100% cotton, pre-washed fabrics.

The finished block will be 9 inches.

We will use "jewel tone" fabrics. Jewel tones are clear colors,
sometimes

dark and sometimes medium but always strong.
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Cutting Instructions:
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Sewing Instructions:

Flower Body - Bright Spring Color:

Cut 1 square, 37/8"x 37/8"

Cut 1 square, 3 3" x 3 3"
Leaves - Green:

1square, 37/8"x37/8"
Flower Center - Golden Yellow:

Cut 1 square, 2" x 2"
Background - White or White on White:

1 square, 2" x 2"

1 rectangle, 2" x 3 3"

2 squares, 37/8" x 37/8"

3 squares, 3 3" x 3 3"
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Sew the yellow 2" square to the 2" white square. Press the seam allowance toward
the yellow fabric.

Sew this section to the white 2" x 3 3" rectangle.

On the two 3 7/8" white squares, on the wrong side, mark diagonally from corner to corner. Pair a Flower
Body 3 7/8" square right sides together with a white 3 7/8" marked square. Sew " from both sides of line.
Cut on line, press seam towards colored fabric yielding 2 half-square triangles. Repeat with Leaf 3 7/8" and
white 3 7/8"square to get 2 more half-square triangles. Square all half-square triangles to 3 3.

Lay out pieces as shown.

Stitch together, nesting seam allowances when possible.

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Make as many blocks as you would like! Use up that stash fabric.
Make 1-5 blocks. You will receive a ticket for each block turned
in for a chance to win a nice selection of blocks at the monthly
meeting. One win per person per month. Each month whoever
participates will have their name entered into a drawing at the
end of the year. We will be having a drawing then for a collection
of one of each of all 12 of the Calendar Blocks.
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
